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Il. PRESENTACION

Con el objeto de lograr niveles de calidad en el dominio de una lengua extranjera en todos los espacios educativos se instrumento el
proyecto de homologacién del aprendizaje de inglés, coordinado por la Direccion de Aprendizaje de Lenguas (DAL) y estructurado a la
luz de los paradigmas del Modelo de Innovacién Curricular de nuestra Universidad. Este proyecto parte de la premisa de que la
habilidad de comunicarse en una lengua extranjera constituye un aspecto medular en la formacién integral de los alumnos del nivel
superior, insertandose asi en el ndcleo basico de la trayectoria académica.

El proceso educativo en esta area se centra primordialmente en las necesidades e intereses del alumno, asi como en la pertinencia
social de su formacion, de aqui que el desarrollo de estrategias comunicativas en el idioma inglés se orienta por un lado a promover
habilidades globales de la lengua; esto es la comprension y produccion oral y escritas que le permitiran al futuro profesional establecer y
mantener vinculos con sus pares extranjeros. Por otro, se estimula la generaciébn de competencias académicas que faciliten su
adecuada insercién en estudios de postgrado y en el campo laboral especifico. Esto se vincula con el compromiso de generar
graduados capaces de actualizarse continuamente, de allegarse conocimientos y desarrollarse profesionalmente en territorio nacional y
extranjero, lo cual se orienta no sélo al acceso directo al mercado laboral, sino también a la creacién de fuentes de empleo por parte de
nuestros egresados contribuyendo asi al crecimiento socioecondémico del pais.

En el area de Ciencias de la Salud y en especifico en el area de la Medicina Veterinaria, existe un predominio de literatura especializada
en el idioma Inglés, que compromete a nuestra Universidad y en particular a la Facultad de Medicina Veterinaria y Zootecnia a proveer
esta herramienta como medio de obtencion, comprension e interpretacion de la informacién médica.

El nivel C concibe un dominio del idioma muy préximo a los parametros de ALTE Il, al nivel umbral del Consejo Europeo y al examen
PET de la Universidad de Cambridge. En esta fase, el interlenguaje del alumno le permitird acceder a informacion de interés general,
tanto oral como escrita y podra desenvolverse en situaciones comunes de la vida académica; comprendera opiniones en textos y
conferencias o conversaciones, estados de animo, actitudes e intereses. Se referira a hechos pasados, presentes y futuros en el ambito
de la Medicina Veterinaria, y podra realizar una presentacion auxiliandose de imégenes, diagramas o ejemplos. En el ambito laboral de
la Medicina Veterinaria, el alumno podra solicitar y brindar informacién concreta y objetiva. Del mismo modo, podra participar en una
junta de trabajo con opiniones breves, sencillas y aportacion de informacién factual, recibir y dar instrucciones y realizar planteamientos
bésicos. Comprenderd y redactard documentacion relativa al area, como: cartas, solicitudes, folletos, instructivos no complejos,
reportes, ensayos y resiumenes.
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El profesor juega un papel sumamente relevante en el proceso de aprendizaje pues debera facilitar las situaciones de comunicacion que
simulen el desarrollo de las habilidades de la lengua en contextos cercanos a la realidad del contexto académico y, que a su vez,

impulsen procesos de autogestion en el estudiante. Lo anterior implica que el propio docente articule sus estrategias didacticas desde
las perspectivas de ensefianza reflexiva e investigacion accion; y que alejandose de la ensefianza mecanicista, promueva su desarrollo
profesional a través de la continua introspeccion y actualizacion. Este ejercicio podra gestarse a través de su participacion en los grupos
académicos orientados a la homologacién de criterios para la planeacion y evaluacién integral por competencias de las unidades de
aprendizaje de inglés de los planes flexibles en todos los espacios académicos de la UAEM.

Los contenidos didacticos presentados a continuacién no deben abordarse desde una perspectiva lineal. El profesor podra decidir
acerca de la secuencia de presentacion y practica de los mismos, tomando en cuenta que los aspectos formales a cubrir en cada unidad
pueden ser objeto de estudio de dos o mas unidades de ensefianza de acuerdo a los materiales didacticos de apoyo. De esta manera
debera procurarse que el tratamiento de las unidades de competencia sea de tipo ciclico o espiral, guardando un balance aproximado
de ocho horas de practica para cada una de ellas.

Es importante sefialar que el docente elaborard, materiales didacticos complementarios y evidencias de aprendizaje de acuerdo con los
requerimientos especificos de inglés del programa educativo en el que participen los alumnos. Asimismo, éste participara en las
sesiones de induccién en el centro de auto acceso (CAA) mas cercano, identificara actividades didacticas que faciliten la consolidacion
de subhabilidades de la lengua y temas especificos con el objeto de asignar tareas significativas a sus alumnos en esos espacios,
previa reservacion y registro de la visita al CAA. También proveera a los alumnos de informacion que fortalezca la autogestion y
autoaprendizaje individual.

El DAL preveé una evaluacion integral del proceso de aprendizaje; en consecuencia se deberan disefiar y aplicar exadmenes
departamentales parciales y finales para valorar los productos alcanzados, en una escala del 60%. Estos exdmenes deberan cubrir
todos los aspectos lingliistico-comunicativos y académicos de las unidades de competencia sujetas a evaluacién. Del mismo modo, se
deberan planear evidencias de aprendizaje a lo largo del curso a fin de contar con indicadores del aprovechamiento gradual de los
alumnos, las cuales tendrén un peso de 40% en la calificacion total. Esta evaluacion continua sera de caracter formativo y examinara de
manera balanceada las competencias comunicativas que se desarrollan gradualmente y que mantienen estrecho vinculo con las
competencias académicas del programa educativo especifico. El propésito es observar como el estudiante se acerca al conocimiento
de la lengua y se apropia del mismo, mediante la ejecucién adecuada y espontanea de todas las unidades de competencia, impulsando
asi un aprendizaje autbnomo y responsable.
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El trabajo académico del area de inglés de cada organismo es de suma importancia para la instrumentacion conjunta y homologada de
los documentos de planeacion y evaluacion, asi como para la produccion de materiales didacticos. Las academias o areas definiran los
productos especificos deseables en las unidades de competencia descritas en el presente programa de acuerdo con los planes de
estudio con los que se trabaje. Estos documentos académicos se revisaran y aprobaran por el Area Académica del DAL y de la Facultad
de Medicina Veterinaria y Zootechia con el objeto de garantizar la estandarizaciéon de los criterios de planeacién y evaluacion en los
estudios del nivel superior.

Products should be carefully planned
according to the level and BA program
of learners in order to promote a
meaningful, relevant and pertinent
application of skills and knowledge
acquired. Also, the teachers should
observe a balance between individual
and collective products of learning.

It is highly recommendable that the learning evidences
selected foresee the handling of at least a
comprehension and a productive skill in order to guide
students’ performance towards the use of English for
academic purposes.
